Party history, ideclogy: basic conflict between St. Simon snd Sorel,
between utoplan soclalists--Strasser conelders himself one--and ni-
hiliste. Common dencminators negative, anti-marxist, anti-clerical
~~both anti-Catholic and anti-Protestant~-and anti-capitalist. PFosi-
tive concern was platitudincus: dass es dem kleinen llann besser geht,
Gemeimmutz vor BEigennutz etec. Tension between party and SA from the
beginning; SA enrolled en bloz from old free corps, concerned with itas
own autonomy, not bound to party membership and as Strasser recalls,
very low fregueney of party membership in 35A. High frequency of un-
emglnye& gareer soldiers ineluding officers, non-coms, in SA; national-
ist, antl-communist, anti-semitie, but otherwise without ideoleogieal
preoceupationa. Landsknechte like OAS. TFarty half south German klein-
blirger, half north German industrial workers but wery litile actual
worker support. Analogy with doctor: you don't go uniil you're sick
and the family doctor fails. Workers stuck with SPD,y while anti-semi-
tic frinkische kleinbiirger like Streicher from pre-industrial area
over-sub-divided by several generations of code eivilws showed early
susceptibility to Hitler. ILitile differentiation of elitist ldeas;
everybody--party, SA and SS--consid -red himself elite; SA as revolu-
tionary army of the future, 55 as super-relisble Felldpolizei, party

as political svant-garde. Hitler himself basically unsympathetlicm to
elite formation, personal tendency to negative auslese--those sasiest
$0 blacimail for homosexuality, embezzlement of party funds, jewish
sncestors ete. which guaranteed personal loyalty. Senatsaal ingludsd
in Brown House but purely for displayj Hitler showed it to vieiters
but never usged it. Gbring organized & Prussien Staaterat 1933 but it
met only oncei members continued to draw 1000 RM/month however through
2945. (see Martin Meinh&rf. Staatarat a.D., presently chairman of « =
Deutsehe Reiehspartei). Hitler basically a Schwabinger, says Strascer,
£ull of sympathy for "kleinen Mann," and contemptuous of those with
rank, title, degrees, vespectobility, even when they were loyal tep him.
Himmler however prepared as early as 1927-28 teo incorporate old social
elite in new elite SS, affinity for young aristocrats with old names.
Original S8 earefully chosen from SA: teutomie, 1.7C m. tall, and loyal
to Hitler. Relatively high frequency of ex-officers in SA; relatively
low frequency in SS--apparently because Himmler was suspicious of pre-
vious traditional engagements that mizht cause personal or ideclogical
conflicts. After 1933 Stirasser has impression that there was a dispro-
portionate number of Austriang in SS. Why was du~adiress avolided in
early days of party? Question had never occurred to him, says Strasser.
Perhaps because memberg found one amother personally unsgmpathetic and
politieal agreement was no substitute. Perhaps milifery influenceik;
du-address was forbidden in Bavarien srmy, though somtimes practiced
in Prussia. Generalization that party was more ccncerned with job-
gsecurity than seeinlism, hence, perhaps, little feeling of solidarity
on class or any other baais.

¢ also confirmed Hitler's neurotie anglophilis; mo more war between
our grect peoples, H had told him, the land is for us, the sea is for
you. Bubt why, he wanted to know, had unsportsmanly British used cole-
nial $roops asainst the Germans? You're inconsistent, C had told him,
Coloniel troops are cheaper and save British lives and racial substence.
Hitler was enraged, yet another example of his ideological nihilism,
Stragser thinks. (gee Gottfried Grissmayr, Hymphenburgerstr. 192)
Party exceutive organized an office to produce ideology from Hitler
speeches during war: thousands of citations arrenged in hundreds of
gztagor%aﬁ_hut they all contradicted one another and it was a frustra-
ng job.

Safety in decentralization; danger in Common Market, UNl. Sympathy
for Schumacher, only significant pestwar German pelitician, and for
Dellaulle whe resiste US in name of Europe. Britlsh are Luropsans,
Russiens are not because they didn't take part in c¢rusades, fight
popes, or get involved in reformation. Switzerland is the only demo-
eratic zovernment and state in the world, though US and UK still have
healthy bones underneath: the fat. God help the US however in event of
war and inevitable preliminery defeats: millitary will seigye Washington,
sentralized capital of centralized United States, and that will be the
end of American democrsey.
Fleased both with Spiegel and Splegel affair: West German public aware

Refreshing after pitiful collapse of three revolutionary situatins in
this century: 1918, 1933, 1945, If gllies had:i't intervened in 1945
16,080, not 16, would have hanged and there'd be no Nazl danger in
Gormany today. Charaeteristic that Germany's meost successful revelu-
tion was imposed from sbove by Stein. Nazi revolution was no revolu-
tion at all but only syestematic anarchy. Real revolution ensists of
new legal code like FNapoleon's, as Stresser says he once told Hitler,
Hitler nsver introduced new legal code: he Just destirorsd the eld one,
