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MAXIMILIAN BECKER is a research assistant at the Institute for Contem-
porary History Munich-Berlin. He is editing the speeches of Adolf Hitler
1933-1945 as well as working on a study about international survivors” and
resistance fighters’ organizations in the context of the Cold War. His doc-
torate, Mirstreiter im Volkstumskampf: Deutsche Justiz in den eingegliederten
Ostgebieten 1939-1945, will appear in Polish translation. Becker was i.a. a
research fellow of the Vienna Wiesenthal Institute for Holocaust Studies
(VWI) and academic collaborator of the Max Planck Institute for European
Legal History.

MacNus BrecHTKEN studied history, political sciences and philosophy;
PhD at the University of Bonn in 1994. Assistant Professor at the Universities
of Bayreuth (1994-1995) and Munich (1995-2002). After his Habilitation in
2002 he became DAAD-Langzeitdozent at the University of Nottingham. In
2012 he was appointed Deputy Director of the Institute for Contemporary
History Munich-Berlin. He is also professor at the University of Munich.
He has published on German, British and American International History,
Memory Studies, History of Modern Antisemitism, and National Socialism
and its aftermath. He recently published a biography of Albert Speer (Albert
Speer: Eine deutsche Karriere, Miinchen 2017).

Weapyseaw BurnAk studied history at Warsaw University; PhD at the
Institute of History, Polish Academy of Sciences, Warsaw, in 1998; from 1999
to 2006, and from 2011 to 2016 deputy director at the Public Education Of-
fice of the Institute of National Remembrance (IPN) in Warsaw responsible
for rescarch; 2016-present — senior researcher at the Historical Research Of-
fice of the IPN in Warsaw. Member of the editorial board of Wywiad i kon-
trwywiad Polski XX w. (Polish intelligence and counterintelligence in XXth
Century, published annually). He has published on Polish-Russian relations,
intelligence and counter-intelligence of Polish underground during the Ger-
man occupation of Poland, and Polish communist intelligence.

Apam Dzrurok, PhD, DSc, is an associate professor at Cardinal Stefan
Wyszyniski University in Warsaw, and head of the Historical Research De-
partment of the Institute of National Remembrance in Katowice. He spe-
cialized in research on the post-war history of Upper Silesia and on church

history in the Polish People’s Republic. Author/editor of 30 book publi-
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cations, including: Silesian Settlements: Communist Authorities and Former
Members of Nazi Organizations in Upper Silesia in 1945-1956, Warsaw 2000;
Kruchroization: Politics Party-State Authorities against the Catholic Church in
1945-1956 in the Province of Silesia/ Katowice, Katowice 2012.

PauriNna GuriNska-JURGIEL, PhD, research fellow at the Aleksander
Briickner Center for Polish Studies in Halle. 2009-2012 research fellow
at the Centre for Contemporary History Potsdam (Zentrum fiir Zeithis-
torische Forschung Potsdam) with a post-doc project A Discoursive Transla-
tion of Change: Coming to Terms with the Past in the Parliamentary Debates
in the Aftermaths of Dictatorship. In 2009 PhD in cultural sciences at the
European University Viadrina, Frankfurt/ Oder (Germany) with a work ex-
amining discourses on Europe in the Eastern Bloc countries (1965-1976).
Research interests: coming to terms with the dictatorial past after 1945, dem-
ocratic transitions in Europe, history of Poland and East Central Europe in
the 20th century.

INnGgo MULLER studied law and political science (Dr. jur; Dr. phil) and was
an administrative lawyer in Bonn and Bremen. 1995-2008 professor for crim-
inal law and criminal procedural law at the Police University in Hamburg.
Retired since 2008. Internationally known for his book Furchtbare Juristen:
Die unbewiiltigte Vergangenheit unserer Justiz (Miinchen, 1987) which was
translated into English (Hitler’s Justice: The Courts of the Third Reich, Cam-
bridge, Mass. 1991), Spanish and Chinese. Numerous further publications
in the field of contemporary legal history, especially on justice in the “Third
Reich” and in postwar Germany.

Luxkasz JasiNski, PhD, fellow at the Historical Research Centre of the
Polish Academy of Sciences, Berlin; 2009-2017 member of curators team
at the Museum of the Second World War in Gdansk, co-responsible for
final sections of the permanent exhibition devoted to politics and diplomacy
during the war, postwar retribution and geopolitical results of war. In 2017
he received his doctor’s degree in political sciences at the Institute for Po-
litical Studies of the Polish Academy of Sciences, with a monograph of the
Main Commission for Investigating German / Hitlerite Crimes in Poland.

Marek Kornar, historian, doctor degree (Jagiellonian University, 2000),
habilitation in 2005 at the Institute of History at the Polish Academy of
Sciences, professor since 2015. Employed at the Law Faculty of the Cardi-
nal Stefan Wyszynski University in Warsaw (since 2008). His main research
areas comprise: Polish foreign policy (1918-1939), international politics in the
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interwar era, Polish Sovietology and the international relations of the 19
and 20™ century.

Inco Loosg, PhD, historian and Slavicist, academic researcher at the In-
stitute of Contemporary History Munich-Berlin, Berlin branch. Since 2010
staff member in the 16-volume source edition The Persecution and Murder of
the European Jews by Nazi Germany, 1933-1945 (VE]), volume editor of vol. 10
(Annexed Polish territories 1941-1945); numerous publications on the history
of the Holocaust and contemporary Jewish and Eastern Central European
history; teacher at the University of Potsdam.

Joanna Lusecka, PhD in political science, historian; works at the Jesuit
University Ignatianum in Krakow and the Historic Research Office of the
Institute of National Remembrance (IPN). Her research interests comprise
the impact of history on the current international relations (various nar-
rations and historical memory, historical policy), Polish-German relations,
and the history of the Third Reich. She is the author of numerous academic
and popular publications on the role of historical memory in Polish-German
relations and the prosecutions of German crimes committed during World

War II.

ANDRzE] Paczrowski, historian, alumnus of Warsaw University (1960),
professor at the Institute of Political Studies of Polish Academy of Science
(Warsaw). Specialist in the field of political history of 20th century Poland,
particularly post 1944. Author of many books, monographs and source edi-
tions — among others: Prasa polska 1918-1939, Warsaw 1980; The Spring Will
Be Ours: Poland and the Poles from Occupation to Freedom, 1939-1989, Univer-
sity Park 2003; Revolution and Counterrevolution in Poland 1980-1989: Soli-
darity, Martial Law, and the End of Communism in Europe, Rochester 2015.

Nikita PeTrOV, PhD, vice-chairman of the Board of Memorial’s Scien-
tific Research Centre in 1990, and named expert to the Commission of the
Supreme Soviet of the Russian Federation on Archives of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union and the KGB in 1991. In 1992 named expert to the
Constitutional Court on the “CPSU Affair”. Petrov frequently worked in the
archives of the CPSU and the KGB, and prepared a number of publications
on the history of Soviet terror. His research includes the history of state secu-
rity and terror and the history of trials of German war captives in the USSR.
He is the author of 21 scholarly books and more than 170 articles.
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Jaroseaw RaBiNski, PhD in history, professor of the 20th Century His-
tory Department at the John Paul II Catholic University of Lublin. The
author of the monographs: Konstanty Turowski 1907-1983: Zycie, dziatalnosé,

Since
then numerous publications in the field of legal contemporary history, in-
cluding biographical studies on the president of the Deutschen Anwalts-
vereins Dr. habil. Hans Merkel and Dr. Franz Reisert, member of the resis-

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Yurt Suarovat, doctor of historical science (1994), professor (since 2000)
of history at the Institute of Political and Ethno-National Studies, National
Academy of Science of Ukraine.

His work in-
cludes publications on National Socialism, Stalinism, Totalitarianism and
Memorial Cultures in Europe. Jiirgen Zarusky passed away suddenly after a
short illness on 4 March 2019 before this volume went to print.
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
