I beg to answer the questions)laid before me by the
General Secretary of the Internatiomgl Militery Court, as asked
on demand by the lawyer Dr. Alfred.SEIDEL.

1. In XNarch 1933 I wes appolntedr Prime-idinister of Zavaria, this
appointment was in the beginming only preliminary. 1 cannot
ramember when I was definifelynoninated Governor . As Far as
I can remeuber it was in the summer of 193%. The exact date
can be found in {the "Reichsgesetzblatt" which is not aveilable
0o me here,

In my capaciiy as Governgy I made Dr. Hans PRAWK linister of
Jugtice in the Bavapish“Covernment, appointed by me.

I caxnot remember whgt attitude Dr. Hens PFRANK followed as
rezards the institotion of Concenfration Camps. As a matter
0of fact Concentration Camps should have bsen under his
gupervision. /This will probably slsc have been the copinion

of Dr. Hans FRAVRA At this time the Concentraiion Camps were
new institutions in Bavaria. I cannot remember who instituted
the Concenfration Camps in Baverie nor at what time and by
whose authorization.
