ASSMANK:  We were up in WOLFSCIANZAE and theconiersnce on tThe situation was
held round about 12 o'clock, I belicve, It was always arranged
that each department chiel or those gentlemen ordered to attend
the conference on the situation — generally gpeaking we first saw
Generalobeorst JODL, Chicf of the Armed Torces Opcrations Stait,
and thon went over to tho FUEHRER, The contfeoronco was o ld thore,

and eveoryono made his report there in turn., Mot all of thom wore

in thorec togother ncocessarily; for instancc, during the Past months

I only went in to give my own report on the navy, aml then I went
cut agzin, On that particular day we were all in there, we always
used to spresd out round the table in different places, whercver
wo happeoneod to be, On the takle worc maps. The FUEHRER stood in
the middle - generally speaking one always stood at a conference,
the FUEIRER did too, but if it lasted a long time then Adoll
Hitler mighl sit down and perhaps one of the older gontlomeon;
Generalfeldnarschall KEIUEDL sometimes did, The FUEHRER stood in
the middle, and on that particular day General IIEUSINGER, Chiefl of
the Operationzs Section of the General Stall, was on his right.

Fext to him was Oberst BRANDT, who was tho senior General Statt

Dfticer umder Goneral HEUSINGER - I don't remember the actual crder

in which the gentlemen were standing, but I believe next to him

was General KEORTEMN, Chiefl of the CGAF General Staff, and then rather

in the background or to one side was (feneral SCHMUNDY, Then there
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ASEIANN

was a small interwval — 1 belicwve there was a window in thecorner,
and then thore sat Admiral von PUTTKAMMER, the FUENRER's naval
Adjutant, Then in the cornen {demonstrating), that is, suppase
the FUTHRER was standing here, diagonally across in the corner
there sat one of the stenographers. I stood next to the atenographer .
Then ecsme Geheral SCHERFT, who was the person authorized to wrile
the military history. On the lelt of the FURIREL steod General-
feldmarschall EEITEL, then Generaloherst JODL, then General
WARLTMONT, then the deputy Chief ofthe Armed Forces Operations
S4talf, and then, I belicve, two more of the FUFHRER's Adjutants.
As always, the conference on fhe situation bogan with an address
Ly the Chief ol the General S5tarlff = in this particular instance
the Chicf of the Operations Section, General HNEUSITHGER was There to
rive the address — it varied, Oberst Graf STAUTTENBERG was to
doal with the gueostion of reserves for the Eastern divisions -
that fell within the frame—work of Genesral HEUSIKGER's raoport.

I believe General HEUSINGTR wanted to speak on Lhat point and

a0 Oborsl STAUFFENEFRG, who worked tor the Chiel of the Resorve
Army, was Lo give his report. That 1ls to say, he was definitely
ordered to attend this eonfercnce on the gituation. Whilst
Goneral HEUSINGER was starting to give his address on the
situation, Oberst STAUFFENBERG came into the room and put a
bricfcease underthe table. As I heard alterwards, he said fo
Oberst BRANDM: '"Kocp an oye on the briefcase, there are socoret
papers in it.'" — and then, as il wasn't vet hig turn to speak,
went out again, saying he had Lo felophons. General HEUSINGELR
weni on with his address and thon about cight minutes after
STAUFFENRELRG had left the room the bomb went off, Therse must have
heen a pretty explosive charge jn it, which in my opinlon wold
have proved fatal to everyonc in the room, if the cxplosion had
oocured inside a concrete shelter, But it was in this case a hut,
which was only made splinterprect, that is, 1t had slightly
reinforced walla, and there was a space abhove the coiling and
helow the Iloor, also a window, So that the hlast had room To
sproad, All the same, the aeflect on the one side of the conieronce

table was protty considerablc,

The bomb wag perhaps about 14 to 2 m away Lrem where I was, and

probably no further away from the FUEHRER, The conlerence Lable -

it was a vory heavy ome — didn't have legs, but = partition
underneath, znd tho briefcase containing the bomb was probably
standing on the f[ar side of the partitiom, =0 that the chief

affoct was felt on the tar side of the partition, and above all, |
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the flame caused by the cxplosion was somewhat screened off

from where General HEUSINGER was standing and from whers the
FUEHRER was, and also [rom those gontlemen standing on the left

of the FURIRER, whereas we, who werc standing in the corner e re,
wore considerably affcoted., The stenographer had both legs blown
off imnediastely. Oborst BRANDT received vory sevelbe dnjuries; one
of his leps was immediately amputated, but it didd't help. Gmeral
KORTEN, with whom I lay in the same room, died as a rosult of
severe burns and also because his heart couldn't stand it. General
SCHVMUMDT also dicd later as a result of wvery severe burns amd akove
all beczuse his ciroculation no longer worked properly,. Both my
legs woro very badly burned and both my hands; morgover I was

hit by a splinter hereand probably by thoe table too, at all cwvents,
iy hands was bent over here, with the result that threc boncs
were broken. Most of us hobbled out or Jumped out of the window,
at any rate, that's what happensd to me: when I rogained
consciousness I found mysclt in this conpletely smasheod-up roool,
Someonc was screaming terribly, theon someone shouted: "Thore's

a fire™ and I sald to mysclf: "Get out of the room at all wsts",
T jumped out of the window and hobbled a 1ittle further awsy, butl
I saw how some of the other gentleomeon wore being carried out and
how somc weore coming out of the building oo heir own., [ was

then picked up by a small car and driven to the hospital, where

I was operated on ard bandaged in the afternoon or the svening.
